Ways to Encourage Census Engagement (via social media:
#saccounts, #icount, #santaanacollege):
1. Design a “Census 2020” sign. Post it in your yard, to challenge people to complete the Census. Make sure to include the URL www.2020census.gov  on your sign. Post picture on social media. 
2. Avoiding Fraud and Scams: https://2020census.gov/en/avoiding-fraud.html . Read what the Census Bureau is doing to keep people's information safe. Post on social media ways people can avoid fraud and scams. 
3. Complete the 2020 Census - www.2020census.gov . Post image of your completed 2020 Census. Do NOT share personal information! Contact 10 Family/Friends, NOT in your household, and ask them if they have completed the 2020 Census. If they have not, challenge them to do so. 
4. Find five misconceptions about the Census on social media and reply with the correct information. Include a link where people can go to get the facts. 
5. Share your support for Census 2020 by adding a frame for your social media profile photo. 2) Challenge 10 family members or friends to do the same. 3) Checkout the U.S. Census Bureau Facebook page for the; like and follow the page for great posts to share with family and friends. @uscensusbureau or www.facebook.com/uscensusbureau/ 
6. Visit https://census.ca.gov/ click on the "Resources" tab.  Look at the Posters and read how the Census affects the various groups highlighted. Select one or two and post on social media. 
7. Read Fighting 2020 Census Rumors: https://2020census.gov/en/news-events/rumors.html . Post something interesting you learned.
8. Census 2020 - Show Me the $$$ - $675 Billion in Federal funds are distributed to the states based on census data. Share information with family members and friends on how California receives Federal funding based on census data. Check out this link: https://lao.ca.gov/Publications/Report/3909 and scroll down to “Possibility of Undercount in 2020 Census.”
9. Write www.2020census.gov on the back of your car window and challenge people to take the Census. Use hashtag #iCount. Don't have a car window marker? A bar of white soap works really well! Share a picture of your car window on social media. 
10. Check out Spread the Word at https://2020census.gov/en/how-to-help.html . Share a resource from the page on your social media. 
11. How does the Census 2020 funding support the following areas? Choose as many as you like to research: Schools, School Lunch Programs, Roads, Public works. Make a fun post on something in your community you want improved and how the census funding can do that. 
12. Take a virtual field trip to the U.S. Census Bureau. Post or share a video of something you learned.
13. Visit https://bit.ly/3mmrLlO . See what the response rate is where you live. Share what the response rate is and compare it to 3 surrounding areas. Post your findings. 
14. Take the U.S. Census Knowledge Quiz  Post your results and challenge others to take the quiz. 
15. Create Your Own Scavenger Hunt by providing a list of clues and or facts about the Census or provide a sentence with a missing fact for others to find. Be creative.
