	1. Regarding question 13b: Numbers were changed for degrees awarded in 2015 and 2014 to reflect ADTs.

2. The Institution Set Standards for the three CTE programs listed in questions 18-19 were variable between 2013, 2014, 2015. The ISS stated in this report is the most recent.

3. Regarding the Pharmacy Tech program examination pass rate in item 18, the national pass rate was 58%. Also, it is noteworthy that all stduents do not take the exam; they can get a license without this exam. Thirty-seven (37) out of 38 students received the license.

4. Regarding questions 6 and 7, data pulled this year varies from the data of 2015 and 2014 due to the source. It has been determined by the college Research Office that the source utilized this year, which relates to transfer codes, is most accurate and will be utilized in subsequent reports for consistency.
