Lisa McKowan-Bourguignon: Will keep co-requisite courses. But allow to have remedial courses again. Piloting Math 172 Integrated PreCalculus. May not be able to have any preparation courses. SLAM pathway has benefited with AB705, but STEM pathway were not being served
Justin Tolentino, Math Dept Chair: not to create barriers, but create options. Those options were taken away from students. AB705 and AB1705 have provided a lot of benefits, facts in Tennessee, greater rates of dropping out. Not bringing back prerequisites, but allow students to have options
