If we do not have a location within 1.5 year, we will lose students. We are missing an engaged administration
Luis Pedroza – Digital Media use to be robust here at SAC. Need for clarity and transparency
Flo Luppani – Did you have any inclination that the changes were happening to your space? When did we stop becoming a College and became a high school. We are a college. It is fantastic program.
Stephanie Clark – have spoken with District? Yes, had heard about the lease with Vista Meridan. Requested that before signing, need to have a place for DM. Dr. Nery had a $5mil budget earmark as part of DM relocation
Maria Aguilar Beltran – nephew graduated from DM AA degree from Pasadena/Duarte to SAC for this program. What was the budget allocated to create space? Where is it now? Refer to Tommy’s Budget presentation? Made to think about the locked security doors on 2nd floor of S-Building – what was that process?
Stephanie Clark – we do not know where the money is or has gone? FMR was closed and had no clarity – reached out to Suzanne Freeman –  once a FMR closed the budget line stops
Claire Coyne – in meeting with Dr. Lamb, funding is still available but may not be tied to FMR
Carlos Brocatto – typically with union contract – article for college and university that FARSCCD for bargain. Provisions that it is implied to keep office hours with offices.

BOT – move quickly on renaming the building and mural. IRSJ asked to take this on for a deeper discussion. BOT – Zeke wants to rename the building right away. 
Luis Pedroza – step into mural at library. My underdog side, my chismo,  . If we get rid of the name, Murals need to stay in the space. Allegations – I will always support the victim.
Edgar Flores – Chavez has been dead for a while and how do these allegations now change and nothing will make a difference. Not excusing actions that Chavez made, but covering the history doesn’t erase the history/influence the person made; even though they are a criminal. Wanted to share my expression against Chavez and everything going on.
This is about the United Farm Workers movement
Nicole Patch – witness a journalist interview Dolores Huerta – when you ask a victim why they waited? That is part of victim blaming. I am support of swift action in covering the mural.  What would accountability achieve today since 30 years of Chavez’s action – Dolores spoke out in support of the two younger victims in 2012 & 2014 that documented these allegations did not make as much impact as when Dolores spoke out
Merari Weber – appreciated the email Dr Nery sent out. As Senate we need to talk about this. Highlight the movement not the person
Joanna McNerney – having words and mural is extremely triggering. Out of respect for the victims and for future leaders. Two women students spoke up at the BOT. Respect those that did survive. 
Darren Hostetter – I believe Dolores Huerta and others. Emigdio Vasquez’s mural – student at SAC in 70s.
Nicole Patch – not a good idea to revise whole mural ; but covering just Chavez
Maria Aguilar Beltran – we will be covering this in IRSJ. Who do we serve in this community? The majority of our students to have discussions not about the person but the trigger. 
Luis Pedroza – I will believe the victim all the time. I am afraid of covering the whole piece of mural, that it is part of the history.
