Maria Aguilar Beltran – what are the thoughts of SAC’s Psychologist?
Jill Kapil – these are funds we’ve had since 2021 and have not been successful in spending it down and have a lot of carry-over spending. We believe it will support after hours. Process of hiring part-time faculty. Give students access to expanding support in different languages. Psychiatry support that SAC does not have. Concern with loss of funding and why haven’t we been able to hire another Psychologist? Spend down guidelines: to expand service
Merari Weber – vetted other platforms?
Jill Kapil – SCC uses a different platform that has not been well utilized. BetterMynd has better assessment with CCMH data for tracking
Maria Aguilar Beltrán – will student data be protected especially with undocumented students. 
Stacy Simmerman – many students are referred, what is the waittime? 
Jill Kapil – new student intake 2/day. This will give immediate access	
Merari Weber – how will students be trained on using platform?
Christine Cecil – Los Rios has training available?
Madeline Grant – is this on-going continuous funding?
Christine Cecil – from state chancellor, we have to use it or lose it
Madeline Grant – outsourcing 3 year contract rather than hire back a full-time faculty member is still on organization chart. Concerned with long term investment. 
Christine Cecil – has tried very hard to hiring Spanish or Vietnamese Psychologist 
Donna Khalid – is this for all students including non-credit? Yes
Claire Coyne – this was on board for yesterday’s Board meeting to wait for today’s meeting. Would psychologist have access to student care received by vendor? 
Christine Cecil – better access like single-sign-on. What level of access by Psychologist? Answer in #2.
Maria Aguilar Beltrán – due to amount of questions, and concerns expressed by FARSCCD. Recommend a resolution with Senate for this platform	
3. Certree Transcript Solutions										Mark DeAsis

Concerns from students wanting to request multiple transcripts when only one may get sent and other access to their data. Private vault for students to keep transcripts, letters of reference, medical records and they can view their records before requesting official ones to be sent. $36/annual or $8 per transcript (same as right now). Zero Trust Security and 6 days/week customer service. 
Claire Coyne – Did students receive student fee handbook? Fees are optional allowed by law – no fee is permitted. Up to 2 transcripts will always be free. How will students get honored the two free transcripts will be free? 
Mark DeAsis – opt-in process at time of student requesting transcripts. SAC A&R will still provide 2 free transcripts even through Certree
Maria Aguilar Beltrán – through Certree, students can still get two free transcripts? 
Claire Coyne – reasonable fee for opting in – will Board review the reasonable fee? What if Board says $36 is unreasonable? What are students paying for? The vault? The Board will need to determine if opt-in $36 was reasonable cost. Do you know about how many students go above the 2 free transcripts?
Mark DeAsis – This has not gone thru Board yet. ASG approved Option 1 for beyond 2 free transcripts + $36 unlimited annual fee; students pay for transcripts, the vault comes with it.
Madeline Grant – SCC is still deciding. Will this be district wide with SCC? 
Mark DeAsis – students can choose on Certree to send transcripts from home campus as location
Steve Bautista – another college uses a $23.99 quarterly rate (3 months) at Bakersfield CC as the lower price point and requesting transcripts usually during transfer period.
Mark DeAsis – Certree gave 3 options and Option 3 was best deal
Maria Aguilar Beltrán – how does this save students money? If avg 4 transcripts/student, 2 free transcripts + $8 each add’l = $16. How will students know if they request over 4 transcripts, that they will save money with annual fee? Did students understand the new pricing and process? Concern is that students will do not know what they don’t know. Do students know the different scenarios and implications? 
Mark DeAsis – Certree is most beneficial for students requesting 5+ transcripts applying to multiple schools. There will be instructions on the free transcripts / single price transcripts / opt-in annual price and train and provide guidance. A&R shared to all ASG branches and three other times. Non-credit according to Pilar that there is a component in Certree that they can use. 
Alejandro Moreno – adult dual enrollment will have transcripts with high school degree and AA/AS degree. Non credit still using Parchment to receive not send out. 
Mark DeAsis - Non-credit according to Pilar that there is a component in Certree that they can use.
